running a safer
setting for children

Start on the path to running a safer club, study group or
activity for children by completing these 7 easy steps:

| have a child protection policy and
safeguarding procedures in place.

| have appointed a person who has lead
responsibility for safeguarding children in
the setting (a designated safeguarding lead).

| have undertaken appropriate
safeguarding training.

| know the referral routes to use when |
have a concern.

| do appropriate pre and post-recruitment
checks on staff and volunteers, such as
identity and DBS checks.

| have assessed the health and safety risks
and have taken steps to reduce them.

| have more than one emergency contact
number for each child.
