Phase 1 - Moped & e-Scooter Safety 
Sadly in 2025 there has been 31 incidents where a collision on a moped or e-scooter has caused injury or death to a child in the Wakefield District. 
Wakefield Safeguarding Children Partnership (WSCP) has launched this campaign to help parents and carers understand the serious risks of allowing children and teenagers to ride mopeds and e-scooters.
Driving a moped under the age of 16 is illegal. These vehicles can reach high speeds, require legal compliance, and pose significant safety dangers if used incorrectly.
Similarly, riding e-scooters on UK public roads and pavements is against the law.
Our goal is to educate parents and carers about the risks and legal responsibilities surrounding mopeds and e-scooters, helping to prevent accidents and keep children in the Wakefield District safe.
