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Empowering SEND Support in Wakefield

Wakefield Safeguarding Children Partnership (WSCP) is running a district wide campaign on Safeguarding Children with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND) from 3rd November 2025.


Key messages include:
· Explore the SEND toolkit
· SEND. Safeguarding every child starts with understanding their needs
· Understand, empower and safeguard children with SEND
· Explore neurodiversity, complex care needs and non-verbal communication to reduce risk of harm to a child
The WSCP has developed a NEW SEND toolkit to help those who work or volunteer with children with SEND so they can safeguard vulnerable children from harm, abuse and exploitation.
Why are we running a campaign on Safeguarding children with SEND?
Learning from safeguarding audits and reviews has told us we need to better embed how we safeguard the most vulnerable children in Wakefield. A child with SEND can be more vulnerable to harm for a variety of reasons and it is everyone’s responsibility to ensure we know what to look out for, how to support the child and family and which services can help.
Throughout this year WSCP and the SEND team have developed a range of new resources for those who work or volunteer with children with SEND. We have a new Toolkit to aid the practitioner in a variety of SEND topics where they can find all the local and latest information relating to SEND provision, guidance and support in one place.
